Important OSHA Compliance Information*

Note: Do not put your thumb on the button while removing protective 
cap. This may cause misfires.

In 1991, the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) published the Occupational Exposure to Bloodborne Pathogens standard due to the health risk associated with 
exposure to viruses and other microorganisms that cause bloodborne diseases such as the HIV and the hepatitis B and hepatitis C viruses. The standard requires employers to adopt 
engineering and work practice controls that would eliminate or minimize employee exposure from hazards associated with bloodborne pathogens.  

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention estimated that healthcare professionals encountered nearly 600,000 contaminated sharps related injuries annually, which prompted 
Congress to pass the Needlestick Safety and Prevention Act directing OSHA to revise the Bloodborne Pathogens standard in April of 2001. Additions have been made to the exposure  
control plan which employers are required to review annually. The revision specifies more detailed engineering controls, such as identifying and making use of effective and safer medi-
cal devices, reducing or eliminating worker exposure. Employers must also keep a Sharps Injury Log. OSHA will periodically check for compliance during inspections by questioning  
employees to determine if and how their input was requested as part of the employers’ evaluation process of a safer medical device.
